Holocaust Testimony by William Schiff.  Coauthor Craig Hanley spent months interviewing Holocaust 
survivors William Schiff (now 88) and his wife Rosalie (now 84), who told of the loss of families; their time 
spent in the Kraków, Poland, ghetto; and their journey through six Nazi slave and prison camps.  In 1941, they 
had just married and were separated; later they were both sent to the Plaszow slave-labor camp outside of 
Kraków, where the notorious Nazi Amon Goeth was the commandant.  William worked in the factories and 
Rosalie removed bodies from the camp.  The richness of the Schiffs' memories and the sheer intensity of their 
experiences record for posterity the horrors of the Holocaust.   All are welcome.
